Village Defibrillator
Everyone thought it was a great idea.  There is a brilliant NHS website which explains its use etc. General discussion on best place to site it, and initial thoughts are that if there is only one for 

St Michaels, the garage would be the most central place.  Will ask Trevor to research to find out costs.
After meeting update:  Good news! Last night, probably, as we ourselves were debating this the Town Council agreed to purchase 3 defibrillators. One of which is destined for St Michaels, one for Town and one for Smallhythe. Locations to be decided. So Trevor doesn't need to action.The approx cost is £4,500 for the 3 so we were pretty close in our estimation.
Plaque on the Rec
The wording is agreed, Tenterden Town Council are organising the delivery and fixing to notice board at the entrance to the recreation ground.  All we will have to do now is pay for it.

Highways and Amenities group agreed that following consultation, if the majority of respondents agreed, then it could be changed. Further discussion on the feasibility of this project took place.  The main problem seems to be where the boundary between Tenterden and St Michaels actually is, as further signs would need to be erected.  After much discussion it was agreed that whilst this wasn’t a straight forward exercise that on balance we should use the next edition of St Michaels Bites to raise the issue with the public. Ken, Trevor and Mike (S) to work on this. KM suggested we could perhaps get the approach agreed with TTC in advance of publication. 
WW1 Commemorations
Raymond gave all in the group an update of where he is with the organising of this major project.  He is keen for this to be a Village event not just a Church one.  He would still like information from anyone currently living in St Michaels who had a relative who was in WW1.  If anyone has information, please let Raymond know a.s.a.p. The British Legion will be doing a rededication of The War Memorial in the High Street. All the schools are doing something.

Church Footpath
Raymond is currently pursuing quotes, at the moment they have £6000.00 pledged.  Ken clarified that the group will make a donation, but is not yet in a position to say exactly how much. 

Attracting Wider Community Representation & Involvement
After last months excellent attendance, it was disappointing that this wasn’t repeated  however, the suggestion has been made that London Beach is maybe a bit difficult for people to get to, and that perhaps  meetings could be rotated  between The Fat Ox, The Crown and London Beach.  Unfortunately neither the Fat Ox nor The Crown has a separate quiet room where meetings could be held.  Instead it was suggested that the Village Hall should be booked occasionally as it’s fairly central to everyone.  Rosemary to check availability.

Christmas Tree
Following further research to find a suitable tree, it was decided to purchase a new 15ft Artificial Tree.  This will be ordered and delivered to the Post Office and then stored safely away from site. The tree has a 10 year guarantee.  Discussion regarding the details of the 'Switch On' to be held at next meeting.
